Jamb Brace -
The Door Reinforcer RT01250

TOOLS REQUIRED

1) electric drill
2) 1/8" drill bit Shimming recommended
3) chisel 1 ecure door frame using 3°
4) utility knife screws provided,
5) hammer ' {Do not over tighten screws,
8) hack saw i could cause door displacement) Existing center moulding
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Remove all door trim (STRONGLY
RECOMMENDED TO SHIM.@ points D using
3 1/2" screws NOT provided)

STEP 2.

Mortice in L-shaped Strike Plate {provided) for
dead bolt. (Refer to details below).

STEP 3.

Position JAMB BRACE so that center 2 closest
sets of holes line up with extended tabs on strike
plates (see drawing). Note: you may have

to flip 'JB' so that holes line up properly with
tabs. if 'Dead Bolt' is located more than 6" above
door knob you may have cut off excess 'JB'

with a hacksaw.

STEP 4.

Once holes are lined up, use an 1/8" drill
bit to drill a pilot hole at top. Once hole is
drilled secure JAMB BRACE with 3" screw.

Do the same for a middie and bottom hole.
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
